If you have several workstations and printers, the
seemingly simple act of printing a QuarkXPress
document can take up an inordinate amount of time.
The extra time isn't necessarily being eaten up by a
slow printer or a clogged network, but rather by the
effort and errors involved in correctly choosing all the
print settings in QuarkXPress. Even if you're savvy
enough to set up and share print styles in QuarkXPress
(EDIT q PRINT STYLES), in a rush it can be easy to forget
to choose a print style in QuarkXPress' print dialog, and
if you have inexperienced coworkers the wasted time
and materials quickly add up to be enormous.

The ongoing challenge of choosing printers and
configuring print settings is just one of several error-
prone bottlenecks in the QuarkXPress printing
workflow that callas software's MadeToPrint XT
eliminates. This software solves other complicated
output challenges as well, such as creating PDFs using
Acrobat® Distiller, exporting an EPS of every page in a
layout, batch printing several layouts at once, printing
to several printers at once, and finding and re-linking
missing pictures. Let's have a quick look at each of
these challenges, along with a few others that
MadeToPrint XT addresses.

Print Settings
MadeToPrint XT lets you control every possible print
option for a printer and save it as a setting. To access
a setting, the user chooses FILE q MADETOPRINT and
then selects the setting from a list (see figure 1).

If you use one printer for several kinds of output —
for example, to print low-res proofs and high-res
finals, or to both grayscale and color inkjet prints —
you can create several named, selectable settings for
the same printer.

If you often print the same document to several
printers or also export them to EPS or PDF, you can
combine several settings into a selectable set that
sends the print job to all those devices at once. To
ensure consistency from user to user, both sets and
settings can be copied among workstations.

Choose a Printer
When a user selects a MadeToPrint setting, a specific
printer is automatically selected. This seemingly
obvious first step is often missed when printing in a
hurried workplace, resulting in wasted materials,
wasted time, and missed deadlines.

PDFs From Distiller
If you prefer to use Acrobat Distiller to make a PDF from
QuarkXPress, normally you must save or export the
layout in PostScript format then pass that PostScript
file to Distiller — either by opening it from within
Distiller, dragging it onto Distiller, or by placing the file
into one of Distiller's watched folders. MadeToPrint XT
automates this process: to create a setting that uses
Distiller to generate a PDF, you begin by simply showing
MadeToPrint the location of Distiller. MadeToPrint then
shows you all of Distiller's existing job options.
You choose one and save this collection of information
as a setting. When a user chooses this setting in
MadeToPrint XT, QuarkXPress exports the PostScript
file to Distiller, which processes it into a PDF using the
job options defined in the setting (see figure 2).

You can even include a MadeToPrint PDF setting
among several in a set (a group of settings). Then
when a user selects that set it could, for example, print
an inkjet proof, generate a press-ready PDF, and also
generate a low-res PDF suitable for emailing — all at
the same time.

Automated EPS Files
Exporting a single QuarkXPress page or spread as an
EPS or PDF is easy, but if you want to export every page
or spread in a long layout the process becomes very
tedious very quickly. MadeToPrint XT can export
every page or spread as a separate EPS or PDF

automatically (see figure 3). Some imposition
workflows require separate EPS or PDF files for each
page and this is an easy way to help automate that
process. MadeToPrint XT can even name each page
uniquely in a user-defined manner.
C U S T O M F I L E N A M E S

If you're going to output each page of a layout as a
separate print job or as a separate EPS file or PDF file,
how should they be named? MadeToPrint lets you
create flexible rules that customize both the base file
name and how the file name for each page is
incremented as it is output (see figure 4).

The Heimlich Maneuver for Printers
Some complex layouts can choke an RIP or a printer if
you send all the pages at once. MadeToPrint XT can send
each page as a separate print job, potentially eliminating
problems caused by overly complex documents.

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Missing & Modified Pictures
One of the most time-consuming steps in printing
a QuarkXPress document is locating and re-linking
missing and modified pictures. MadeToPrint XT 1.5
will locate missing pictures and update modified
pictures for you.

Custom Slugs
Why not design a separate slug for each kind of printer
or output setting? You can choose among dozens of
information bits to include in the slug, including the
date and time, fonts used, the name of the workstation,
its operator, last modified date, and many other options.

PostScript Snippets & Scripts
If you're familiar with PostScript syntax, MadeToPrint XT
lets you expand your PostScript output by including
PostScript snippets that you've written. It even
includes a PostScript editor (see figure 5).

Batch Printing
MadeToPrint XT gives you the option of either printing
the front-most document, all documents that are
currently open, or all of the documents in a folder (see
figure 6). For even greater automation, callas also
offers a more-advanced version of MadeToPrint XT,
called MadeToPrint XT Auto ($2490.00), which can
monitor one or more hot folders. When a QuarkXPress
document is placed into one of the hot folders,
MadeToPrint XT automatically processes it using
whichever setting or set you have assigned to that
folder. It can even resolve aliases (Mac) or shortcuts
(Windows) to documents so that you don't have to
place actual QuarkXPress documents and folders in
the hot folders. (Otherwise you would have to copy all
the graphics into the hot folder as well.)

QPS Integration
If you use the Quark Publishing System (QPS),
MadeToPrint XT can check out a document and
perform all the functions above and even include the

document's status in the info bar at the top of a printed
page or in the file name of a PDF.

For many years, callas software has been actively
involved in solving prepress bottlenecks with their
XTensions software and other utilities, and they are
highly regarded by the industry. MadeToPrint XT is one
example of why.
